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Please use this book to go and get on the water.  The trips I have highlighted are some 

favorites of mine.  The majority of these trips are on quiet, small ponds where you probably 

ǿƻƴΩǘ ŦƛƴŘ ƳƻǘƻǊōƻŀǘǎΣ ƻǊ ŀ ƭƻǘ ƻŦ ƻǘƘŜǊ ŎŀƴƻŜǎ\kayaks.

water you are on is safe to drink, a map, and fishing gear, because there is some good fishing 

on a few of these ponds, and it is worth bringing along.  Always use caution on the water

Flagg Pond 
Location-Wheelock 

Size-111 acres  

This pond is isolated, very quiet, and 1 house is barely visible.  Cedar trees surround the 

perimeter, and the hardwood hillside would make for a good fall foliage trip.  Ducks, Great 

blue herons, bullfrogs, and decent perch fishing will greet you here.

 Long Pond 

Location-Greensboro 

Size- 100 acres 

This is a very isolated pond with few signs of people.  There are no camps, this is a wilderness 

area.  Large boulders throughout pond, mixed forest, numerous small coves, beavers, and 

some rare lady slipper flowers would make for a great day exploring this pristine, wild pond. 

Access- Do not attempt without a 4x4 vehicle.  It is 1 mile from the road to the pond. You may 

have to carry all the way or part way depending on mud or your vehicle.  Access is not great, 

but well worth the trip if you can make it. 

                

                               

 

       



      Coles Pond 
Location- Walden 

Size-125 acres 

There are lots of camps here, stay away during weekends or holidays, it will be busy. There is a 

lot of wildlife in loons, beavers, and other birds.  Be cautioned- the wind can pick up quickly, 

making for a challenging paddle. 

Access is good, with a boat launch, but there is no sign marking it. Drive through small field
